We, the citizens of Erie County and Western New York, petition the State of New York and the State Veterans Department to create a designated veterans 
cemetery here in Buffalo, New York.  The findings of the New York State Veterans Sitting Committee formed under the Senate bill #5403 supports this 
request.  Property within an existing Erie County cemetery has been proposed for this purpose.  We ask for your support in making this happen.
